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Junior League of Baltimore Applauds Leadership and Service

Baltimore, MD—The Junior League of Baltimore’s Annual Dinner on May 10, 2005 honored several women who have shown outstanding leadership and voluntarism in the past year.

The Mary Goodwillie Award is named to honor the founder of the Junior League of Baltimore (JLB). It is given each year at Annual Dinner to an active member who throughout her membership has performed exceptional service to the JLB and is awarded only once to a member.  This year the award was given to Polly Douglass.  Ms. Douglass is a Baltimore County resident and employee of Constellation Energy.  In her nine years of membership she has led the League as a Board member and has chaired numerous committees.  This year, she chaired the Membership & Training committee and took on an additional role, joining the ad hoc Headquarters committee.  Said her nominator, “She never says no; she says, how can I help?  She is a source of strength to those who need it, a notebook of knowledge to those she mentors and a committed friend to anyone who needs one.” 
The Junior League of Annapolis presented the Annapolis Bowl Award to the JLB honoring the close relationship between the two Maryland Leagues.   It is given each year at Annual Dinner to aJLB member who has demonstrated an exceptional commitment to community service in the Baltimore community beyond her League involvement and is awarded only once to a member.  This year, the recipient was Ashley Mann.  Ms. Mann, a Baltimore City resident, is a biostatistician at Johns Hopkins University, and joined the JLB as a transfer from Richmond in 2000.  Active not only in the Junior League, over the years, this service-driven woman has volunteered her time with numerous other community organizations, including those who work with expectant mothers, the homeless population, and soup kitchens.  Considering her interest in and respect for education coupled with her desire to meet the needs of those underserved members of our community, this energetic woman is currently raising funds to support graduate students in the health profession who are dedicated to addressing unmet health needs in our area.  Ms. Mann truly exemplifies the power and spirit of voluntarism.  

The Sustainer Service Award is given annually to a female graduating senior who has performed outstanding volunteer service during her public high school years. This year’s recipient was Sarah Reardon, a senior at Mt. Hebron High School in Howard County.  In addition to her extra-curricular activities of dance, drill team, band, and wrestling, Miss Reardon began a community project in 1999 to prepare Easter Baskets for terminally ill children.  This past year she created and delivered over 1,000 baskets to children at Hopkins Pediatric, NIH Children’s House, and Washington Children’s Hospital.  
The Sustainer Spirit Award is also given annually to a member of the League, who by her actions and involvement over the past year, best embodies the spirit of giving which is the basis of the League’s mission.  This year, the award was presented to Charlotte Whitenight, who became a League member in 1984, and who remains actively involved in the organization, serving as co-chair of the Wise Penny’s annual “Treasures & Trinkets” sale.

For more than 90 years, the Junior League of Baltimore, Inc. has been dedicated to improving our community through volunteer efforts in three primary focus areas: Education, Family Support Services, and Women’s Health and Life Skills.
