Ms. Mirchandani developed a program she calls “Learning How with First Aid” and during the summer of 2005 she traveled to Caracas, Venezuela to teach her curriculum to the children at Casa Hogar Jose Gregorio Hernandez orphanage. She also taught her first aid course at OSMAN, a shelter for abused young mothers. In order to make all this happen, she raised over $1600 in Maryland for supplies, books and medications. For this, she earned her Girl Scout Gold Award. Ms. Mirchandani is truly an inspiration to us all and we wish her the best of luck this fall as she continues her education at UMBC.
