Baltimore, MD (October 7, 2006)– Despite rainy weather, shoppers lined up on the sidewalk an hour before the scheduled start of the first Boutique Warehouse Sale held by the Junior League of Baltimore (JLB). After seven hours of shopping, over 600 buyers spent approximately $18,500 on clothes, shoes, handbags, and children’s items.  The event was so successful that a second event is planned for early Spring 2007.  Half of the proceeds went to the merchants and half went to benefit programs and initiatives of Junior League of Baltimore, which currently include women’s mentoring, children’s literacy, and after school art classes.  JLB members spent weeks contacting local boutiques to ask for their participation in the sale.  The boutiques brought end of season merchandise slashed prices as low as 70% off.  Boutiques included Matava Too, Raw Sugar, Fresh!, Cloud 9, Sweet Papaya, Pied Piper, Jones & Jones, The Little Shoe Box, The Monogram Shop, Double Dutch, Ma Petit Shoe, Oh!
